TOPIC: Infertility – A dead end street?

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Linda Flament is a Canadian-born German, married to Dominique, a Frenchman, currently living in Kolding, Denmark, where she teaches at the International Apostolic Bible College.  She has worked as a qualified counsellor since 1999, with a special focus on sexual abuse.  Now she is accredited with ACC UK.  She has been actively involved with ACC Europe and is now a part of its board.  In addition, she and psychotherapist Bente Holmgaard have recently taken the initiative to spread the vision and to try to establish the Association of Christian Counsellors in Denmark. 

In 1999, she started facing years of infertility issues and treatments, enduring the painful losses of unborn children.  It took over four years before Linda and her husband Dominique had a child that lived.  Today, Linda is the joyful mother of two lovely children: Emily and Tobias.

Linda offers a message of hope and life.  She loves to see people find their true identity, to come to a realisation of their potential and to have a hope for “life before death” and not only for life after death.  Over the years, Linda has successfully offered her counselling and teaching services to individuals, couples and groups.

Is infertility really a dead-end street?  Questions like this can arise for those who face this plight, but very much also for us who offer care and counsel to them.  Linda Flament will present first-hand knowledge and insight into this ancient issue that has been increasing in the post World War generations.

Linda will give a short introduction on infertility and sterility and possible treatments.  We’ll be looking at loss and bereavement, as well as grief work in its different facets and which support we can offer in a counselling situation – also when it comes to a crisis if the mum-to-be loses the unborn baby suddenly.  

Based on her personal experience, Linda will put into words what the infertility struggle is like, also sharing the do’s and don’ts in counselling – that what clients might appreciate and that what does more harm than good.

We’ll also have some group work on what helps people with infertility issues and try to see how we might bring God’s comfort and hope into these trying situations.

Linda will reflect on some of the tough questions that appear during infertility and share from the “treasures” she discovered during her own dark times of loss and infertility.
